Impossible Songs is Jester’s inaugural exhibition that unveils the manifold
universe of Polish artist Mikotaj Sobczak.

The exhibition departs from The Universal Empire, Sobczak’s musical that
recounts the tales of an anabaptist commune in Amsterdam and their unlikely
meeting with William Blake, called by them Mercury. The narrative is charged
with an alchemic energy that permeates props, decors, and myriad characters
who inhabit the exhibition. Heretics and martyrs chant impossible songs of
persecution, resistance, and at times triumph.

Stemming from thoughtful research into persecution society and queer
resilience, Mikotaj Sobczak’s practice contributes to an urgent and ongoing
palimpsest of untold histories.
